e Make the Wine in Moderation Message leaflets available during
your events,
e |nclude a reference about Wine in Moderation on your wepsite.

ENCOURAGE MODERATION

e Serve small guantities

e Provide spittoons

e Serve water and small snacks

e |dentify and kindly avoid serving people in risk groups

e Find non-alcoholic alternatives for underage people

e Encourage people to avoid drinking if driving

e Provide breathalysers to those who are driving and participate in
tastings (respect the BAC limits)

e Ask groups to designate a driver and award the designated driver

e Make available information about public transportation and taxi
services.
